This past weekend was the final round of the WKA George Kugler Manufacturer’s Cup Series with the KartLift Nationals at Badger Raceway in Dousman, WI. Day one went off without much incident. One red flag started out the day, but that was the only time the ambulance had to roll. The Badger circuit remains one of the best 100cc tracks in the country, and it really shows on track. In a state known for their cheese and the Packers, racers here are very fortunate to have the quality establishments that they have. With partly cloudy skies most of the day and temperatures in the low 80’s you couldn’t have asked for a nicer day. 

Corey Reeves was the big winner of the day, picking up a pair of wins at his former home track, but some of the best on track action came in the Junior classes. Jordan Bachmeyer won a barn burner of a race against Sage Karam, Nick Neri, and Cody Humphries in the Yamaha class though Humphries came away with the championship. Unfortunately, Bachmeyer was removed in tech, handing the win to Ben Hewitt. In the closest finish of the day, Spencer Pigot, Humphries and Stephen Kalogiannis crossed the finish line 3-wide with Pigot beating them to the line by a few inches. Pigot’s win locked up the Cadet Sportsman championship for him. Conor Daly backed up his recent South Bend success buy winning a close one in the Yamaha Junior SuperCan Lite class. Timmy Megenbier Jr. dogged Daly all race long, gapping the field, but Daly was able to keep Megenbier at bay. The final class of the day was Jr. HPV and Cody Robinson owned it. Robinson turned in one of the most dominating drives of the day, leaving everyone else in his dust fighting for 2nd. 

Few can argue that Brandon Adkins has had a spectacular year, and that year is getting better all the time. Adkins is in search of a triple crown, and although Tim Goettsch won the HPV Lite championship today with his fifth place finish, it was Adkins who won the race. Kevin Nelson cake-walked his way to another Masters win, by nearly a straightaway over the field. Wesley Boswell dropped the hammer from the get go in ICC, easily besting the field to lock up the championship. 

Day two went off with many similarities as day one, bringing with it a few new names atop the podiums to keeping things interesting. Jordan Bachmeyer was deemed an unofficial winner from Saturday, but a slight tech infraction cost him that win. He more then made up for it, proving his speed was no fluke. Bachmeyer’s first official win came in HPV Jr. Sportsman after surviving an epic battle with Nick Neri. 
	



“Supa” Craig Baltzer won his first race in a few years, and was one of the only drivers who was able to keep Corey Reeves from winning. HPV Heavy came down to Baltzer, Reeves, and Cale Wyse all vying for position in the end. Chuck Tate looked good early, but faded a bit towards the end. Baltzer was able to keep Reeves behind him for a well deserved win 

ICA was one of those great races that keep you coming back for more. Although I had bad intel yesterday about a few of the points races, today I was confident in what I was being told. Chris the “killer” Keller had the class nearly locked up, but Anthony Llopiz and Caleb Loniewski were still in the hunt enough to keep Keller honest. Llopiz was the first go fall out, then Loniwski, then Keller too. If the off track action was good then the on track was great. Eric Morrow, Tommy Mayr, and Brandon Bealer went to town in the 20 lap final. Bealer ran down and past Morrow for the win with only a handful of laps remaining, scoring his first Man Cup ICA win.

JICA too provided some excitement as a new winner was crowned. Derek Wagner, Timmy Megenbier, Brendan Langlois, Richard Benitez, and Davis Ostella had an outstanding battle in JICA. The lead was swapped right and left, with drivers shuffled to and fro. A late race move by Wagner earned him his first national JICA win, as Ostella had to settle for 2nd. I guess all that time on the Wagner Race Simulator really pays off. 

After great runs on Saturday, Zach Busch pulled it together again on Sunday. Busch, Christian Pahud, and Josh Call all made Jr Superbox Heavy look easy. Busch beat Pahud to the line by only a fraction of a second, but later Pahud was docked a few positions back into fifth for an altercation. 

Corey Reeves weekend couldn’t end without another trip to the podium. Reeves realed in the Senior Sportsman Heavy race win as Brandon Adkins was content to ride in second and secure another championship. The racing was tight, and exciting behind them, but Adkins was a bit too smart to make the last lap dive bomb move that were hoping to see. 

In Yamaha Lite Brandon Adkins again finished in second, this time the cover boy from the June Issue of Go Racing Magazine Tony Jump was the one to pounce on the win. Stewart, Goettsch and Dismore rounded out the top five, but were well back of the leaders. 

Nick Neri won a tremendous battle in Junior Sportsman Final #2. Eric Filgueiras, Cody Humphries, Dylan Nobile, and Stephen Kalogiannis all gave chase, bumping and grinding their way to the finish, but in the end, Neri came out on top. 

Wesley Boswell backed up his ICC win from Saturday with another one on Sunday. Boswell had an issue in the pre final and had to start the final from last place. It only took the ICC champ 4 laps to get through the field and head off into the Wisconsin sunset. Nick Wagner was the pole sitter again today, and he led the first few laps before having to settle for 2nd place. Adam Kaempfer finished in 3rd.
